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HIS BOOK has been produced with the help of the Local
Heritage Initiative (Lottery), without which it would have been
very difficult to make happen.

Many readers will be familiar with the Chronicles the Kippax
Historical Society has produced over the years and these have been
used as the basis of some of the chapters, but all have been ex-
panded and there are some new subjects.

We have tried to make the history as complete as we can, but
any subjects not covered are due to lack of writers rather than
shortage of information.

“The book s likely to be dipped into as much as read as a full
story, so each chapter is complete in itself, even though this does
lead to a certain over-lapping of information. The chapters reflect
the character and opinions of the respective authors, which ac-
counts for the differing styles of each chapter.

Finally, we as a society would like to thank all who have
helped in any way to get this book published.
