Rosemary Gibbs - My mother was Phyllis Craster and was Sir John Craster's sister. There were three of them. Sir John and my mother was a twin.

Wilfred Taylor - The Taylor family lived in Craster, they all went to school in Craster, they left when Grandad came- Joseph Taylor who was manied to Rachel Archbold left Craster and went to Longhoughton and he worked in the quarry. He was badly injured, head injuries, by a fall of rock and was taken up to Edinburgh, how I don't know. The family came back into Craster in 1906, everybody went back to school then, Craster school, was re-named Dunston school and the first member of the Taylor family to move out of Craster was Thomas William Archbold. He moved down to Penshaw in Co. Durham and got a job in the brickworks at Lambton, part of Lambton, Hetton & Joicey Collieries and the rest of the family moved down, I think that would be in 1912 'cause Dad got manied in 1913 and he must have been down there a while. Rachel Taylor walked to Penshaw. Ray's mother wass the eldest and then there was Robert and then Thomas William, he was killed in France and there was my dad, Joseph, then there was Mary, then Rachel and then Ralph. 

Mrs Taylor - Its fascinating to me as well, because we were looking at a picture before of Deborah and there was a great fishing disaster in 1891 down this coast and another one in 1904. My name was Faiibaim before I married and they come from the Cockburnspoth area. The herring drifters used to come all the way down from Aberdeen to Lowestoft and they would stop and pick people up. The herring were sorted in Lowestoft and me girls would travel down there and they gutted and sorted the herring and they were paid by every barrel they filled. There were Fairbaims in South Shields as well. 

Wilfred Taylor - My dad was on one of the cobles that was wrecked in 1904 and he was the only one to survive and he swam to shore, his uncle owned the boat, I have a feeling his name was George Arcttbold. Rosemary has photos of a lot of people employed at the Archbold's kipper sheds, which were down near the quarry, There used to be smaller kipper sheds along at the North side. I think it was CharlesArchbold who started the kipper sheds. Grandma Nelson was housemaid and my father, young Joseph, was a page. Rosemary  - I remember my mother saying that the staff all had livery with brass buttons with the Craster Raven on. The livery was claret coloured. 

Wilfred^s older sister - We didn't live in the village, we occasionally came by bus for days out My parents probably cycled from Penshaw, they were great cyclists. 1 can remember being brought here as a child and introduced to some of my Dad^s family, I presume they were Archbolds and Taylors. I only ever came for the day. 

Wilfred & Winnie Hogg   -  In 1939, when my dad brought me to Craster, I think it was a Dawson had the shop, it was Chariie Dawson had the shop and the Post Office. Mary, Brian and Bessie were killed in the First World War and they had another sister called Maggie. Brian used to be the gardener for the Squire, we used to steal his apples. There were a lot of Taylors in Craster. 

Winnie - My father used to tell me things and I never paid any attention to him, I was too busy being young then - I wished I had taken more notice.
