A Discovery Centre for Whitehill-Bordon 

The Society set up the Whitehill-Bordon Museum Project with the aim being to provide a museum / discovery centre to interpret this area's nationally important historical and archaeological heritage. In 2003 the Society's first display cabinet was opened officially on April 17th, 2004 in Bordon Library by Mary Fagan, the Lord Lieutenant of Hampshire. These displays are changed regularly throughout the year and feature local historical and archaeological information about the area. They are often combined with a talk from a local historian in co-operation with the Hampshire Library Service. We are currently working on education packs for schools and exploring ways to make the Discovery Centre concept a reality.
